Applicants are free to choose the university and are encouraged to specify the level of the
knowledge of the Lithuanian language (if any) in the application form. They will be registered to the
course immediately after the award of the scholarship is approved by the Commission of
International studies.

Main requirements for candidates:

1. The candidate has to be a student, lecturer or researcher at the higher education and research
institution.

2. The candidate has to be from one of the following countries: Belgium, Bulgaria, Czech Republic,
Estonia, Finland, Greece, India. Iceland, Israel, Hungary, Kazakhstan, Latvia, Mongolia,
Montenegro, Romania, Russian Federation, Serbia, Slovak Republic, Slovenia, Spain, Turkey,
Ukraine, United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland, Uzbekistan.

3. Those students who come to study in Lithuania under the Erasmus programme can't apply for the
Lithuanian language and culture summer courses scholarship.

Financial conditions:
1. Tuition-free courses.

2. Scholarship of 1950 Lt (~565 EUR) for students and 3250 Lt (~941 EUR) for researchers and
lecturers.

3. Provided accommodation will have to be paid by a scholarship holder.

The list of documents to be submitted (in the order given):
1. Application form
2. Evidence of enrolment or employment at the higher education and research institution.
3. Transcript of academic records from present higher education and research institution.




4. Certified copy of recent diploma (if applicable).

5. Two recommendation letters from higher education and research institution (written within
the past six months).

6. Curriculum Vitae.

7. Certificate of proficiency in English or Lithuanian.

8. Copy of the valid travel document.

Documents should be:
1. Completed in Lithuanian or English (or with certified translations into one of these
languages).
2. Submitted in two (2) identical sets (original and copy)
3. Typed and printed (no handwritten forms accepted).

Documents sent by fax or e-mail will not be accepted. Incomplete applications or postmarked after
the deadline will not be considered!
Application procedure

I. Candidates from the following countries: Belgium, Czech Republic, Estonia, Israel, Hungary,
Latvia, Slovak Republic.

Documents must be evaluated by the relevant authority in your country observing the deadlines,
requirements and quota established in the international agreements and bilateral exchange

programmes.

Please contact the relevant authority in your country to verify the date for submitting applications
and to receive more detailed information concerning the process of choosing the candidates for the
scholarship from your country.
